Explore David Gareja Lavra Monastery

Our next stop is the active David Gareja Lavra Monastery,
where monks still uphold their ascetic lifestyle. Experience
a glimpse of centuries-old monastic life and perhaps catch
the mesmerizing polyphonic Orthodox chants during liturgy.

Let's plan a picnic close to the area!

Hike Around Mravaltskaro Reservoir

Escape the crowds and explore the tranquil Mravaltskaro
Reservoir, nestled in the David Gareja desert. Take a
leisurely hike to enjoy panoramic views from the hilltop or
wander among the colorful hills surrounding the reservoir.

Return Journey

 As the day draws to a close, we'll head back to Tbilisi,
passing through the industrial city of Rustavi and the
abandoned Soviet military base "Pobeda".soviet military
base "Pobeda".
